Talk I

Topic：Inclusive Education: Reflection on the Education Rights of the People with Different Abilities
Following the development of inclusive education from its sovereignty country—Britain—in the 70s of last century, the HK colonial government proclaimed a new white-paper concerning the improvement of inclusive education in HK, suggesting the disabled students can share the equal right to enter general school for education. However, the inclusive education was only formally implemented when the Education Department promoted a pioneer project in 1997.  With more than 10 years experience, how successful are the development of inclusive education in HK?  What are the experiences of different stakeholders like students, parents and teachers in inclusive education?  Are the policies and implementation of the inclusive education compatible with HK culture?  How does the inclusive education affect by other social and 
educational policies? These are the questions that we will discuss during the talk.

Topic：Integration? –The Situation of Education of Ethnicity Minorities in HK and Other Alternatives
In Hong Kong, the ethnicity minorities and Chinese are different in terms of languages, cultures, religions, life practices, skin colours and so on. Comparing with the Chinese majority, most ethnicity minorities in HK, especially South-Asian groups, suffer from social discrimination and exclusion in different levels.  Particularly, the rights of education of the EM are normally deprived and ignored by the society. Most of them face lots of difficulties like the unequal advancement to higher education, language barriers, cultural differences, insufficient information about education and etc.  At the same time, not only do the ethnicity minorities encounter educational difficulties, the educators also face many problems like lack of resources, language barriers, ineffectual educational policies and etc.  We hope this talk will let educators understand more about the educational situations of the EM in HK. We will also invite teachers to share their teaching experience, aiming at discussing how to protect the education rights of EM in HK.

Topic: The Construction of Gender/Sexual Identities in HK Formal Education  

It is common that the formal education in HK educational institutes, including the design of subjects’ curriculum, content of textbooks, is regarded as a vital medium/institution in stereotyping the gender and sexual identities.  Although the mentioned problems have been improved in recent years, it seems that some non-teaching activities like extra-curriculum activities, dress codes etc have still deeply affected the binary construction of students’ gender and sexual identities.  Besides, educational institutions are always criticized being insufficient, conservative and incapable of responding the realistic change of sexuality in the society. Hence, in order to further examine the issues such as the interrelation between the formal education, construction of gender and sexual identities, the gender stereotyping of school management and culture, as well as the possibility in creating a learning environment with equal gender and sexuality, speakers including educators, representative from women organization, gender specialist and staff from Equal Opportunities Commission will be invited to the talk.
