Call for Peace from World Council of Churches 

When the world is at war in so many places and the forces of violence, war and oppression seem to be increasing, praying for peace seem to be a futile exercise. But we Christians believe both in the power and in the promise of peace, and we also believe in the power of prayer. 
Prayer is part of Christian spirituality, a spirituality which is not a call to turn inward, to retreat from social action and public life but, on the contrary, a call to awaken and to pursue the continuity of things of the spirit with action for justice and peace.

That is why, in the framework of the Decade to Overcome Violence, the World Council of Churches has called on its member churches to observe an International Day of Prayer for Peace on 21 September. On that day, we want to lift up people in all nations who are working together for a peaceful world. Let us encourage them and walk in solidarity with them. Let us intercede for them and give thanks to God for them.
