一同為公義與人權抗爭！
菲律賓的政治殺害不斷持續！

在10月3日的凌晨，菲律賓獨立教會的Ramento主教就在修院內被殺。初步的報告指，兩名殺手潛入Ramento主教的房間，主教身中7槍而死。

警察指事件是劫殺案。在連串政治殺害的浪潮下，不少人權份子及教會工作者已遇害。這不難想像，Ramento主教的死是基於政治原因。

Ramento主教（69歲），被譽為「平民的主教」。他將自己奉獻給人民，與他們一起爭取社會公義。他一直支持路易西塔（Hacienda Luisita）大莊園的農工爭取土地權。在2004年11月，7名路易西塔大莊園的農工在示威中被殺。短短半年內，與Ramento主教同屬菲律賓獨立教會的William Tedena牧師亦因支持農民的抗爭而遭殺害。

早在Ramento主教遭害前，他已多次接到死亡恐嚇。

Ramento主教是人權組織KARAPATAN地方分會的主席、Movement of Concerned Citizens for Civil Liberties的召集人。他亦身兼Supreme Bishop's Council of the PIC及Ecumenical Bishops Forum主席的職務。

Ramento主教被殺是菲律賓和平、人權、公義、自由與民主的重大損失。Ramento主教是菲律賓教會及和平運動的重要領袖，他的死反映了政治殺害已到了一個肆無忌憚的境地，我們更應繼續「停止政治殺害」的抗爭。

Fight for Justice! Struggle for Human Rights!
The killings continue in the Philippines.

In the early morning of October 3, Tuesday, Bishop Alberto Ramento of the Philippine Independent Church (PIC) was murdered inside his room in his convent in Tarlac City in Central Luzon, Philippines. Initial reports said that two men entered his convent and stabbed him seven times.

The local police said that it was robbery with homicide. However, the families and friends of Bishop Ramento believe otherwise. With the spate of extrajudicial killings in the Philippines victimizing many peace activists, human rights advocates and church-people working for the poor, it is not farfetched to think that Bishop Ramento was murdered for political reasons.

Bishop Ramento, 69, has been known as the "Bishop of the workers and peasants". He has devoted his life to ministry for the people and fighting alongside them for social justice. He was an ardent supporter of the farm workers of Hacienda Luisita. It can be recalled that seven striking workers died in a massacre in Hacienda Luisita in November 2004. The year after, a priest of Bishop Ramento who was also helping the farm workers, Fr. William Tadena, was also killed.

Bishop Ramento himself has received several death threats in the past.

Bishop Ramento, the ninth Obispo Maximo of the PIC, was the chairperson of the human rights group KARAPATAN-Tarlac and convenor of the Movement of Concerned Citizens for Civil Liberties. He was also the chair of the Supreme Bishop's Council of the PIC and co-chairperson of the Ecumenical Bishops Forum.

The murder of Bishop Ramento is another great loss for the cause of peace, human rights, justice, freedom and democracy in the Philippines. The murder of Bishop Ramento is another cause for us to pursue the fight to Stop the Killings in the Philippines. [image: image1.png]
